House (LH) was welcomed in May 2008 as the in -

store adoption partner for the newest PetSmart 

store in Abingdon, MD!                                              

 The PetSmart appointment means that we 

have LH cats housed in the beautiful adoption   

center at the Abingdon PetSmart 

location.  On average, the adoption 

center holds 8-10 resident kitties at 

a time, all looking for their loving 

forever homes.                                

 Volunteers, lead by LH Cat 

and Kitten Coordinators Dee Murphy 

and Karen Thomas, have been hard 

at work to select, transport, and 

care for the PetSmart cats.  Each 

day two shifts of dedicated Lunaõs 

House personnel take the time to 

clean, feed, and socialize the   

kitties selected to reside in the   

Adoption Center.                       

 Our acceptance as the in-store adoption 

partner at PetSmart provides Lunaõs House with an 

exciting opportunity to save and better the lives of 

many more animals in need.  We are very honored 

to have been selected for this appointment and are 

grateful to General Manger Larry Wade and all of 

the employees of Abingdon PetSmart for their       

continued support.                                                                

 The Abingdon PetSmart store celebrated its 

Grand Opening Weekend on May 17th and 18th.  In the 

first 45 days of our adoption endeavors at PetSmart, 

Lunaõs House volunteers saw 55 cats go to their happy 

homes.  Length of stay for kitties at 

the store ranged from 0 (same day 

adoption) to 13 days, with the   

average stay being only 6.7 days!                           

 Volunteers are onsite 

every Saturday from noon to 

3:00pm to assist potential adopters 

in selecting the ideal cat for their 

households.  An adoption event, 

complete with dogs, rabbits, and 

other small animals, occurs the 

fourth Saturday of every month at 

the Abingdon Store, located at   

412 Constant Friendship Boulevard, 

directly in front of Loweõs.  In     

addition to feline friends, we have had over 25 dogs 

and 11 rabbits adopted from PetSmart in Abingdon!

Lunaõs House Looks for a Place to Call Home 

For the past 1.5 years, Lunaõs 

House has been actively seeking a 

location for the establishment of a 

permanent central facility.  An 

animal care and humane education 

center will allow us to better the 

lives of more animals and more 

people...so we are very excited to 

break ground as soon as we can!   

We have been all over Harford 

County in search of a place to call 

home, and are currently in  nego-

tiations to purchase a six -acre 

piece of land in Fallston.   Prelimi-

nary site plans have been drawn up 

by our contractor, Todd Hoffman, 

and will be presented to the    

appropriate regulatory agencies.  

Once we are given the go-ahead, 

we will complete the formulation 

of our business plan and will 

launch a full -scale capital      

campaign. 

The soft launch of the capital 

campaign took place on February 

12th, with the unveiling of our 

òlove is a four-legged wordó        

t-shirts.
